· All units will be sanitized on an annual basis free of charge

The University’s current contract with Aquaterra (originally Canadian Springs) will expire as of February 29, 2016.
To minimize any potential service interruptions, we have made the following arrangements to ensure a smooth transition to the new contract:

1) Aquaterra will continue to accept orders and make deliveries until February 29, 2016.  These orders/deliveries will be accepted as usual under current Supply Managed Contract (SMC) arrangement including consolidated billing by GL codes.

3) Purchasing has provided Culligan with a listing of the departments utilizing the current Bottled Water Contract, so they will also be reaching out to you shortly. 
4) As the University no longer holds contract with Aquaterra, we strongly suggest you do not continue to order from them after February 29, 2016 and start the transition process as soon as you can.

5) If you choose to continue your bottled water requirement fulfillment with Aquaterra after February 29, 2016, the University’s consolidated billing will no longer cover these transactions. These transactions will need to be paid by LVPO or Pcard at the time of the transaction.
